On July 26, 2016, 26 year old Samuel James Nelson of Proctor, MN was formally charged with two counts of Fleeing

The details of these incidents can be found in the criminal complaint. Nelson has numerous other felony charges pending.
An ongoing investigation is being conducted by the Duluth Police Department Property Crimes Unit (Auto Theft), and
Lake Superior Drug and Violent Crimes Task Force.

Nelson is currently in custody at the Saint Louis County Jail in Duluth. He is being held on $100,000.00 bail.
