Every weekend from Thanksgiving until New Year’s Eve, the Duluth Police Department will have directed patrols identifying
impaired drivers to ensure safe roadways this holiday season. We'll also be on high alert for impaired drivers as well.
Remember to drive sober, plan ahead, designate a sober driver, and to not drink and drive.
