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Duluth Police Officers Arrest Individual on Multiple Pending Charges

Booker was booked in the St. Louis County Jail on pending charges of DWI, Felon in Possession of a Handgun, Possession of
a Controlled Substance, Introduce Drugs into Correctional Facility, Carry Pistol Without a Permit, and Carry Pistol While Under
the Influence. Good work by responding officers for safely apprehending Booker.
