students were accounted for.

Upon arrival to the area, a member of the Drone Unit launched a drone and located the 12-year-old in a wooded area. The location of the female
was then relayed to other officers who were able to make contact her.

The juvenile female was transported to a local hospital for an evaluation.

This call showcases the public safety benefits of utilizing
this new technology. Deployment of this drone greatly increased the speed and efficiency of locating this child safely.
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
