Superior St. from Grand Ave to Carlton St.

18th 19th 20th, and 21St. Ave West from West Michigan to 1St. St

Old (lower) Michigan St. from 20th Ave W to 17th Ave W.

Depending on progress, crews may try to tackle 15t St. from Old Piedmont to 24th Ave W.

Downtown district:

E 2nd St. from 6th Ave E to 12th Ave E
E 1St St. from 4th Ave E to 12th Ave E
Canal Park
