Those wanting to access the Great Lakes Aquarium parking lot on Friday and Saturday evenings during Bentleyville should
use Harbor Drive behind the Duluth Entertainment and Convention Center.

The Railroad Street to 5th Avenue West connector will also be closed to traffic on Friday and Saturday nights to accommodate
buses and shuttles transporting attendees to the event.

The City of Duluth encourages those looking to go to Canal Park to use the Lake Avenue exit off of I-35.
